January 10, 2024

Lisa Galden called the Parish Council meeting to order at 7:30pm; Colleen Kent led the members in prayer requests and an opening prayer.

Parish Commission, Council, and Executive Committee Meeting Dates
Lisa presented a document with Commission, Council, and Executive Committee meeting dates through June 2024. Shepointed outthat when a Commission wants to bring itemsbeforethe Executive Council, it must submit a request at least two days before the Executive Council meets.
Lisa announced that the Commission and Council meeting date of February 7th may be moved to a later date in the month, and members had no objections to this. Lisa will confirm the February meeting date after the Executive Council meets on January 31st. 
Foster Care Support Ministry
Lisa and Jim met with Stephanie and Kimberly to share information from the Council’s November discussion. During their meeting, two possible priorities for the ministry were identified: (1) providing kinship care for foster families and (2) raising awareness of Foster Care. The viability of a multi-parish effort, like the Bereavement Program established by Mike Julian, was also discussed. Council members asked Jim to follow-up with Stephanie and, if appropriate, connect her with Mike.
New Parishioner Gathering
Members discussed hosting a New Parishioner Gathering. The last gathering was held in August 2022. Members brainstormed various options for the event’s setting (e.g., brunch or grilling out) and activities (e.g., icebreakers; introductions from the clergy; highlights from IC’s volunteer service ministries; a short testimonial). 
Paula will continue to plan the event and confirmthepotential number of participants with the Parish Office.
Pizza Party
A pizza party for the Parish Commissions is proposed for winter or spring. Members agreed that March meeting would be the preferred date and asked that the Executive Council confirm it. Members discussed potential agenda items, which included giving highlights of the Commissions’ activities and/or short testimonials about what it is like to serve on the Commissions. 
Once a date has been selected, Sarah agreed to update the advertisement from last year and publish it in the bulletin.
